Ms. Knight reported that UMW giving through 8/3008 was up $219,000
over the same period in 2007. At $15.17 milliorg thivision’s 2008 total
operating revenue was ahead of 2007’s $14.08 mibip$1.09 million. Also,
expenses were down $800,000 or 3.96% to $19.28%milh 2008 from $20.09
million in 2007. Due to the nation’s financial dssWomen'’s Division
investments had lost about $11 million in markdtigaby the end of August.
As a result, the Women'’s Division will need to reass the future of mission
funding from endowments.

As of December 1, the North Coast District UMWdge of $70,000 has
almost been met.
